RCIA is designed to welcome adults into our Catholic
faith. Preparation is a year-long ongoing process culminating at
the Easter Vigil Mass and Easter Season. The goal is to receive
the Sacraments of Baptism (for non-Christians), Confirmation and
Holy Eucharist.

Whatever your reasons consider

IS RCIA FOR YOU or SOMEONE YOU KNOW?

Do you know someone or are you someone who is interested in
becoming Catholic or is a Catholic but has yet to receive all of the
Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist)?
The RCIA is a process of prayer, reflection, and learning that
allows for the continual discernment of God’s will in our lives.
Candidates include:

- Non-baptized adults who wish to enter the Catholic Church

- Baptized adult Christians of another denomination (i.e.
Lutheran, Anglican, Presbyterian) who wish to continue their
Christian faith in the Catholic Church.

- Adult baptized Catholics who have not completed the
Sacraments of Initiation (Holy Communion and/or
Confirmation) and wish to do so.

The Archdiocese of Newark takes very seriously any and all
complaints of sexual misconduct by members of the clergy,
Religious and lay staff of the Archdiocese We encourage anyone
with knowledge of an act of sexual misconduct to inform the
Archdiocese immediately so that we may take appropriate action to
protect others and provide support to victims of sexual abuse.
Although we will report all allegations of abuse immediately to the
appropriate County Prosecutor, we encourage anyone with an
allegation of abuse also to reach out to the prosecutor. Individuals
who report an allegation of sexual misconduct may do so by
calling the Victim's Assistance Coordinator of the Archdiocesan
Office of Child and Youth Protection at (201) 407-3256.
